MITOSIS – THE DIVISION OF THE CELL NUCLEUS

CYTOKINESIS –THE PINCHING IN HALF OF THE CYTOPLASM TO FORM TWO IDENTICAL NUCLEI

CHROMATID – AN EXACT COPY OF A CHROMOSOME

CENTROMERE – ORGANELLE THAT ATTACHES THE CHROMATIDS

INTERPHASE – THE PERIOD OF CELL GROWTH AND DNA REPLICATION

CELL CYCLE – PERIOD OF GROWTH AND DIVISION OF THE CELL

PROPHASE – PHASE OF MITOSIS IN WHICH THE CHROMOSOME BECOME VISIBLE AND THE SPINDLE IN FORMED

CENTRIOLE – ORGANELLES THAT REGULATE CELL DIVISION

SPINDLE – A WEB LIKE STRUCTURE PRODUCED BY THE CENTRIOLES TO CATCH THE CHROMOSOMES

METAPHASE – PHASE OF MITOSIS IN WHICH THE CHROMOSOME ATTACH TO THE SPINDLE AND LINE UP IN A ROW

ANAPHASE – PHASE OF MITOSIS IN WHICH THE CHROMOSOME SEPARATE AND MOVE TO OPPOSITE ENDS OF THE CELL

TELOPHASE – PHASE OF MITOSIS IN WHICH TWO NEW NUCLEAR ENVELOPES ARE FORMED
